It’s Westrek time again and the three-page registration form is attached. This year, the Westrek is being
held in Rohnert Park, California, which is located about 40 miles north of San Francisco. The activities
will start with registration on Sunday, June 22, and go through Friday, June 27. There will be five full
days of touring! The tentative schedule of events is as follows:

Tuesday — Tour to Sonoma: Visit the Sonoma and Jack London State Historic Parks and
enjoy lunch on your own in any of a number of Sonoma’s restaurants.

Wednesday — Tour to Point Reyes National Seashore: View some of the many different sites
and enjoy box lunches at any of a number of picnic areas.
Thursday — Tour to Santa Rosa: Visit the world-famous Charles Schultz Museum and the

Pacific Coast Air Museum and enjoy box lunches near the planes.
Friday — Tour to Petaluma: Visit a private car collection and the Petaluma Adobe State
Historic Park followed by a ladies’ lunch and a men’s lunch and tech session.

Send your payment via Zelle to Janis Charpier and use the same email
address no later than May 15, 2025.

Zelle is typically free and easy to use and is integrated with many banks and credit unions. Check with your
specific financial institution to see if they support Zelle. Start by enrolling with either your email address or
US mobile number through your bank’s app or online banking platform. This will link Zelle to your checking
account for payments and receipts. Then access Zelle within your banking app, and choose to make a
payment. SKIP dealing with a QR code and add Janis Charpier as a recipient with the email address shown
above, enter the amount and initiate the transfer after reading the warnings which say Zelle is not reversible.
Your transfer will be made in minutes to the Franklin Westrek checking account. In the event that a refund
needs to be made, by providing your account name and either the cell number or email address you used to
enroll, the refund can be made in minutes to your checking account.
